
What Is An IEP?
× A written plan describing the special education    program and/ 

or services required by a particular student, based on a 

thorough assessment of the studentôs strengths' and needs

× It identifies learning expectations that are modified from or 

alternative to the grade-level expectations given in the 

curriculum documents, and/or any accommodations and 

services needed to assist in achieving learning expectations

× A record of the specific knowledge and skills to be assessed 

and evaluated for the purpose of reporting

× An accountability tool for the student, parents and everyone 

who has responsibilities under the plan for helping the student 

meet stated goals and expectations

× A working document that should be updated regularly



When Must An IEP Developed?

× An IEP must be developed for every student who has been identified as an 
ñexceptional pupilò by an Identification, Placement, and Review 
Committee (IPRC)

× An IEP maybe developed for a student who has not been formally 
identified as exceptional, but who has been deemed by the board to require 
special education programs or services in order to attend school or to 
achieve curriculum expectations and/ or whose learning expectations are 
modified from or alternative to the expectations set out for a particular 
grade level

× An IEP must be developed, as supporting documentation, if an  Specialized 
Equipment Allocation (SEA) funding claim is submitted by a school board 
on behalf of a student

× Within 30 school days after placement of the student in the program, the 
IEP is to be completed and a copy sent to parent and student (if 16 or older)
